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CLASSIFICATION OF INTERIOR CONNECTING SPACES BASED
ON EXAMPLES FROM JAPANESE PRACTICE

ABSTRACT

This paper examines specific interior spaces that are located within the built volume of a
building and connect individual rooms or the interior of the home to the exterior environment,
whether built or natural. Through an analytical study of examples and based on their
morphological analysis, three types of interior connecting spaces are defined: peripheral,
complementary and primary. The study is based on examples from Japan, a country that pays
particular attention to harmony with nature and the community. It is argued that the use of such
spaces appears to be an appropriate architectural technique both for a direct connection with
nature and for achieving economic efficiency in contemporary housing. The role of these
spaces in fostering quality habitation within compact housing units, relative to our more
conventional housing typologies, is also considered.
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
