The International Scientific Conference “Modern Trends and Innovations in
Construction”, held on 09 — 10 October 2025 in Sofia, Bulgaria, was organized by the Faculty
of Civil Engineering at the University of Architecture, Civil Engineering and Geodesy. Co-
organizers were leading European universities, national scientific and industry organizations,
including: the Faculty of Civil and Environmental Engineering, Bauhaus University, Weimar,
Germany; the Faculty of Civil Engineering and Architecture, Kaunas University of Technology,
Lithuania; the Chamber of Engineers in Investment Design; the Bulgarian Construction Chamber
and the Scientific and Technical Union of Construction in Bulgaria.

The scientific program of the conference comprised thirteen thematic areas: Steel, Timber
and Plastic Structures; Reinforced Concrete and Masonry Structures; Structural Mechanics;
Building Materials and Insulation; Construction Technology and Mechanization; Construction
